European Parliament:

e  Brexit - Resolution on the framework of the future EU-UK relationship

During the Constitutional Affairs (AFCO) Committee meeting on 27th February, there will be an exchange
of views on the progress of Brexit negotiations and the challenges ahead, with Guy Verhofstadt,
Parliament's coordinator for the negotiations on the UK withdrawal from the EU, and Danuta Hubner,
AFCO Chair and member of Parliament's Brexit Steering Group. In particular the Committee will discuss
the preparation of an EP resolution on the framework of the future EU-UK relationship.

The European Commission published a draft text of the transitional arrangements to be included in the
Article 50 Withdrawal Agreement, following the United Kingdom's request to remain in the Single Market
and the Customs Union for a short time-limited period after its withdrawal from the European Union on 30
March 2019.
